Create an Object and Set Attributes


Create a square with a width and height of 200 points.


Give the square a border with a colour of CMYK 2:95:95:0 and a stroke weight of 2 points.

















Draw a Freehand Object


Draw a freehand object with the pencil tool, closing its path.





Copy, Paste and Scale Objects


Copy and paste the square.


Make one of the squares smaller, keeping it in proportion.


Change the fill colour of the second square to RGB 198:220:14.





Rotate and Resize Objects


Place the second square on top of the first square.


Rotate the second square 45degrees.


Resize the second square keeping it in proportion, so that its edges are touching the border of the first square.





Add a Pattern Fill to an Object


Create a circle that is bigger than both squares.


Give the circle a pattern fill, using a pre-set pattern.





Change the Shape of an Object.


Place the rotated square on top of the circle.


Drag the left and right handles to reshape the square so that its left and right edges touch the edge of the circle and it is now a trapezoid.





Save and Export


Save the file using your name.


Export the drawing as a TIFF file.





Reflect Objects


Copy and paste the object.


Reflect the second version horizontally at an angle of 180 degrees.


Arrange the objects so that one is at the top and one is at the bottom of the circle.





Add Vertical Text and Set a Text Style


Add the first letter of your name as vertical text.


Set the text to Arial Bold and size it so that it is as large as possible but fits within the second square.


Give it a red stroke of 0.25 point weight.





Align and Lock Objects


Centre align all three objects horizontally and vertically.


Group all objects and lock them in place.


Unlock and ungroup all objects.
